Douglas County Jail               Rules for Volunteers
1. As a volunteer working in Douglas County Jail you are expected to follow jail policies and recognize that the pod officer is in charge. Please direct any questions to the programs director.

2. It is crucial for safety that all programs will end before meal times (11:30 am and 4:30 pm). 

3. Do not accept collect calls from inmates or make calls on their behalf.

4. Do not answer personal questions about you or your family. 

5. Rumors, hearsay, negative comments about the facility, inmates or staff will not be exchanged with any inmates.

6. Physical contact will be limited to a hand shake.

7. While volunteering here you can not visit any individual inmate housed in this facility. (Contact programs director to be placed on temporary inactive status if such visits are needed).
8. Do not carry ANYTHING out of the jail for an inmate. Never mail or hand deliver any item. This is a major security breach!

9. Do not provide stamps or ANYTHING of value to inmates. Never put money into inmate accounts. Indigent inmates are supplied appropriate necessities, including postage and hygiene items.

10. All religious and other printed materials intended for inmates should go through the programs director for distribution. 

11. If tapes or other audio-visual materials are brought in for program use the volunteer is responsible for insuring that these items are kept in their possession at all times. Inmates are not allowed to operate any of the equipment.

12. Any verbal or physical altercations among inmates will be immediately reported to the pod officer. If you become aware of any potential inmate self harm or threats to others it is essential that you report this to a staff member before departing the facility.
I understand and agree to abide by these rules while volunteering at Douglas County Jail.
